Congratulations! Your child’s art work was selected for submission to ChildSafe’s 8th 
ANNUAL ART FROM THE HEART: KIDS CREATING FOR KIDS competition. 
ChildSafe is Bexar County’s Children’s Advocacy Center restoring dignity, trust and 
hope to children traumatized by sexual abuse in San Antonio and Bexar County.   
 
Art from the Heart is ChildSafe’s annual fundraising event.  School children from 
across San Antonio can participate by creating and donating their art to be auctioned off 
helping other children in the community who are going through the most difficult times 
in their lives.  This year’s main event will be held on Thursday, April 8th, 2010 and all 
proceeds will help ChildSafe serve the needs of sexually abused children in our 
community. No expense is required of the artists, their parents or the schools. 
 
Approximately 30 works of art will be selected from all submissions from participating 
schools to be auctioned before and at the April 8th event.  These pieces will be available 
at www.childsafe-sa.org for pre-bidding during the weeks before the event.  The “Buy it 
Now” option is available to bidders who want to ensure they “win” a particular piece.  
For those pieces that are not purchased in the online auction, final bids will be accepted at 
the April 8th event.  Our top 3 selections will be available for bids solely at the main event 
on April 8th. 
 
Please read carefully the attached release form.  Your signature indicates your 
understanding that your child’s work will not be returned if it is selected to be 
auctioned for Art from the Heart. A panel of judges from the Art from the Heart 
committee will select the winning art work.  If your child’s art work is not selected by the 
judges, it will be returned to the school along with a certificate of participation.  
 
If you agree to submit your child’s work, please fill out the attached release form and 
return it to your child’s art teacher no later than Monday, January 18th.   We cannot 
accept any art without the release form.
